Good news finally! The Sport Fish Africa fishing series officially kicks off this weekend. The first episode is going to be aired a total of seven times during its first week, so even the hardest working amongst you should get a chance to see it. 
The schedule is as follows:

The Sport Fish Africa programme starting on Saturday 05 March is the first in a 52 part series dedicated to covering all aspects of African Sport fishing, using all types of tackle and techniques and covering fresh and saltwater destinations all over Africa.

Episode 1, starting on SS2 at 06h30 on 5 March, is about offshore game-fishing at Malindi, Kenya using conventional, fly and deep-water jigging techniques.

Episode 2, starting on SS1 at 06h30 on 12 March, is about bass-fishing at Mteri Lodge, Chiredzi, Zimbabwe.

We have just returned from an epic 17 day safari through Namibia and Southern Angola. We had bad luck with the fishing in Namibia as the weather turned foul on us, but had some good garrick and shad fishing in southern Angola. We managed to get 18 punctures on the trip, so now we really appreciate fly in tours!
We will be visiting the new Cuanza river camp in Angola next week. We are hoping to catch some of those big tarpon on camera. Angola has been getting a lot of rain over the last few weeks, so we hold thumbs that it hasn’t ruined the fishing. News from the camp is that the tarpon have been visible, but they are struggling to get them to eat anything. Hopefully we can change that….
